Setting Your Sights

Ecclesiastes 11
August 20, 2023

WORSHIP: Spend time rereading Ecclesiastes 11. Once you finish reading it, spend time
thanking God for his provision (the rain on the earth, food, work for our hands, etc.). Share one
aspect of Sunday’s message that impacted you in some way.

REVIEW: Share one characteristic/aspect about “sowing seed in the Spirit” (in contrast to the
flesh Galatians 5:19-21) from Sunday’s message. (Ecclesiastes 11:1-6, Galatians 6:7-10, Hosea
10:12)

What ways does Paul in Galatians (ch. 6) encourage believers to sow in the Spirit? What are
some ways we can sow in the Spirit locally?

EXERCISE: Share some ways that you have served in ministry in the past. Come up with various
things you would like to try serving this year in the local church.

DISCUSS: What is the difference between “serving God” and being a “servant/slave of God”?

PRAYER: Pray that God would accomplish this verse in our lives:

Hosea 10:12 (NIV): "Sow righteousness for yourselves, reap the fruit of unfailing love, and break
up your unplowed ground; for it is time to seek the LORD, until he comes and showers his
righteousness on you."
